Qualification

nationality.

Language Proficiency

Students are expected to meet the Japanese proficiency standard
required by DU. The standard is based on the N2 level JLPT
(Japanese-Language Proficiency Test).

Finance

DU will provide exchange students with a waiver of tuition fees for
regular courses.

Participating students are responsible for living expenses,
transportation, insurance, passport, visa, books and personal
expenses.

Health Insurance
THU students attending DU are required to join the National Health
Insurance instituted by the government of Japan.

Responsibilities
Exchange students will be expected to abide by the laws and customs
of Japan and abide by the policies and regulations of Japan.

Credit Transfer
Credits are processed in accordance with the relevant regulations of
the school.
